McAyla.com Crossings Campaign

In view of the location at the intersection of Wylds Lane, Seabright Ave and London Road there should be a CROSSING (WITH LIGHTS) that allows pedestrians to cross to the TESCO side of the ROAD safely. 
The only other crossing to be able to access TESCO’s is to proceed approximately 500 yards UP London Road to use a Signal crossing which:
· Has no signs warning drivers of the crossing

· Situated just after a bend.

· Has only 1 small sign hidden by an advertising Board warning of School.

· No Flashing Lights to indicate school crossing (Lollipop Lady on Duty).
